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Michigan’s Natural Gas Story
Origin, 80 Years History, and Future Potential

The use of ‘city gas’ in Michigan originated in the 1850’s lighting city streets in Detroit and later Grand
Rapids. Michigan’s first reported natural gas well was completed in Muskegon County in 1928. Total
reported Michigan natural gas production is 8.0 Tcf through 2014. This presentation will review the origins
of Michigan’s oil and natural gas story, changing supplies, production history and potential for the future.
